Intent, Implementation and Impact
Our Vision
Every child. Every day. Every opportunity.
At Eastover School, we recognise that the Reception year is a crucial stage in a child’s development, forming the foundation for lifelong learning. We are committed to providing a high-quality, ambitious and inclusive early years education that ensures all children thrive. Our curriculum is underpinned by secure relationships, high expectations, purposeful play and strong partnerships with families. We believe that children learn best when they feel safe, valued, included, challenged and successful.
Intent
At Eastover School Foundation Stage, our intent is to provide a carefully sequenced, knowledge-rich and inclusive curriculum that supports children’s development across all areas of learning. We recognise that learning in the early years is interconnected, and we prioritise communication and language, personal, social and emotional development, physical development and cognitive growth as the foundations for future learning.
We ensure that every child has access to a broad and ambitious curriculum, including those with SEND. Learning is planned to build progressively from children’s starting points, with high expectations maintained for all learners. Adaptations are made to support access without lowering challenge, enabling all children to succeed. We aim to develop independent, curious and confident learners who show a love for learning. Strong partnerships with families are central to our approach, and we actively involve parents in supporting children’s development, recognising that children thrive when home and school work together.
Implementation
Our curriculum is delivered through high-quality teaching, enabling environments and responsive practice. We use a carefully balanced approach that includes adult-directed teaching to explicitly teach key knowledge and skills, adult-guided play to extend children’s thinking through skilful interaction, and child-initiated play to promote independence, creativity and confidence. Adults observe, assess and respond to children’s needs in the moment, using questioning, modelling and sustained interactions to deepen learning. Repetition and opportunities for practice are embedded to support long-term understanding.
Communication and language are prioritised through a language-rich environment where adults consistently model high-quality talk, extend vocabulary and create meaningful opportunities for children to speak and listen. Secure relationships underpin all learning, with adults building strong attachments and supporting emotional wellbeing. Co-regulation is used to help children manage their emotions before gradually developing independence and self-regulation.
The learning environment acts as a ‘third teacher’ and is carefully organised to be calm, predictable and engaging. It promotes independence, curiosity and sustained engagement, with resources that are accessible, open-ended and thoughtfully arranged. Enhancements are regularly introduced to reflect children’s interests and next steps.
Inclusive practice is embedded throughout the provision. High expectations are maintained for all children, with early identification of need and swift intervention. Teaching is adapted to remove barriers, and targeted support is provided where necessary so that all children, including those with SEND, can access the same ambitious curriculum and experience a sense of belonging.
Personal development is a key priority. Children are explicitly supported to understand and manage their emotions, build positive relationships and develop resilience. Clear routines, boundaries and expectations are established, helping children to regulate their behaviour and make independent choices. Physical development is promoted daily to build strength, coordination and readiness for writing.
Strong partnerships with families underpin all aspects of our practice. We communicate regularly with parents, value their knowledge of their child and work collaboratively to support learning at home and school. Transitions are carefully planned, and we work closely with external professionals where needed.
Assessment is ongoing, responsive and purposeful. It is based on observation, interaction and professional judgement and is used to inform next steps, identify gaps and support progress. Assessment is integral to teaching and learning and is not used as an administrative burden.

Impact
As a result of our curriculum and practice, children at Eastover School Foundation Stage feel safe, secure and valued, forming strong relationships with adults and their peers. They demonstrate high levels of engagement, curiosity and independence and make good progress from their starting points across all areas of learning.
Children develop strong communication and language skills, enabling them to express their ideas with confidence. They show increasing ability to regulate their emotions, build relationships and respond positively to challenges. They develop resilience, confidence and a positive attitude to learning.
All children, including those with SEND, are supported effectively to access learning, with barriers reduced or removed. Children achieve secure foundations in reading, writing and mathematics and are well prepared for the transition into Key Stage 1.
Ultimately, children leave Reception as confident, capable and enthusiastic learners, equipped with the knowledge, skills and attitudes they need for future success.
Key Principles Underpinning Practice
Our practice is underpinned by the belief that relationships form the foundation for learning, language is central to development and learning is purposeful and play-based. We maintain high expectations for all children, ensuring inclusion is at the heart of everything we do. Strong partnerships with families and a commitment to excellence ensure that every child receives the best possible start to their education.



Communication and Language

	INTENT STATEMENT:
At Eastover School, we recognise that communication and language are fundamental to all areas of learning and underpin children’s future success. We aim to immerse children in a language-rich environment where they develop the skills to speak, listen and understand effectively. We prioritise the development of vocabulary, conversation and storytelling, ensuring children are confident communicators who can express their ideas, thoughts and feelings. Our curriculum builds progressively from children’s starting points and values all forms of communication, ensuring that every child, including those with SEND, can access and succeed in an ambitious curriculum.

	IMPLEMENTATION STATEMENT:
Communication and language are promoted throughout all aspects of the provision. Adults consistently model high-quality language through narration, questioning and sustained interaction, extending children’s thinking and vocabulary. Children are provided with meaningful opportunities to talk through daily routines such as group time, snack time and story sessions, as well as through carefully planned provocations and enhancements within the environment.
A language-rich environment supports learning, with key vocabulary explicitly identified and displayed. Resources such as a talking table and role-play scenarios are used to stimulate curiosity and encourage discussion. Adults are highly responsive, observing and engaging with children to extend conversations and develop listening, attention and understanding. Repetition and revisiting of language ensure that children embed new vocabulary and concepts over time.
IMPACT STATEMENT:
As a result of our approach, children develop confidence in speaking and listening and are able to communicate effectively in a range of contexts. They use an increasingly wide vocabulary, participate in discussions and are able to express ideas clearly. Children demonstrate strong listening skills, can follow instructions and engage in conversations with peers and adults.
By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:
· Speak in full sentences and express ideas clearly
· Participate in discussions and take turns in conversation
· Ask and answer questions
· Retell stories in sequence
· Use a wide range of vocabulary
· Build positive relationships through communication






Personal, Social and Emotional Development
INTENT STATEMENT:

	At Eastover School, we recognise that personal, social and emotional development underpins all learning and is essential for children’s wellbeing and future success. We aim to create a nurturing environment where children feel safe, secure and valued, enabling them to build positive relationships and develop confidence and resilience. We prioritise helping children to understand and manage their emotions, develop independence and make positive choices. Our curriculum is inclusive and ambitious, ensuring all children, including those with SEND, develop the skills needed to succeed socially, emotionally and academically.

	IMPLEMENTATION STATEMENT:
Children’s personal development is supported through strong relationships, consistent routines and clear expectations. Adults model positive behaviour, kindness and respect, helping children to understand emotions and social situations. Opportunities for developing self-regulation are embedded throughout the day, with adults using co-regulation strategies before supporting independence. Structured times such as circle time explicitly teach key concepts including friendships, emotions and staying safe. The environment is organised to promote independence and decision-making, allowing children to explore, take risks and build confidence. Strong partnerships with families support transition and ensure consistency between home and school.

IMPACT STATEMENT:As a result, children develop positive relationships, demonstrate resilience and show increasing independence. They are able to manage their behaviour, understand emotions and respond appropriately in social situations. By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:

Physical Development
INTENT STATEMENT:

	At Eastover School, we recognise that physical development is fundamental to children’s health, wellbeing and readiness for learning. We aim to develop children’s strength, coordination and control, ensuring they are physically confident and independent. We prioritise both gross and fine motor development, recognising its importance in supporting writing and overall development. Our curriculum provides all children with the opportunity to develop these skills progressively, regardless of starting points.

Children are provided with daily opportunities to develop physical skills through both structured sessions and continuous provision. Gross motor skills are developed through outdoor play, PE sessions and active learning opportunities, while fine motor skills are promoted through carefully planned activities that strengthen hand and finger muscles. The environment is equipped with resources that encourage physical exploration and challenge. Adults understand the progression of physical development and support children through modelling, encouragement and targeted activities such as dough disco and tool use.

IMPACT STATEMENT: Children develop strength, balance and coordination, enabling them to move confidently and safely. They demonstrate increasing control when using tools and equipment, supporting their readiness for writing. By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:

INTENT STATEMENT:

	At Eastover School, we aim to develop enthusiastic and capable readers who develop a love of reading and understand its purpose. We ensure children build strong foundations in phonics, comprehension and reading for pleasure. INTENT STATEMENT:

	At Eastover School, we aim to develop children’s understanding of the past and their place within it. We recognise that children are naturally curious about their own lives and the lives of others, and we build on this to develop an early sense of chronology and historical awareness. Our curriculum introduces children to significant people, events and experiences, both within and beyond their living memory. We ensure that learning is progressive, inclusive and engaging, enabling all children to develop curiosity, ask questions and make connections about how life has changed over time.

History is delivered through carefully planned themes and meaningful first-hand experiences that connect to children’s own lives. Adults use discussions, stories, artefacts and shared experiences to introduce key concepts such as past and present, change and continuity. Children are encouraged to talk about their own experiences, compare them with others and explore differences over time. Opportunities for questioning, sequencing and recalling events are embedded throughout the provision. Historical vocabulary is explicitly modelled and reinforced, enabling children to develop understanding and articulate their ideas with increasing confidence.

 IMPACT STATEMENT:
As a result, children develop an understanding of time, past and present, and show curiosity about people and events. They begin to make connections between their own experiences and those of others and can talk about similarities and differences over time. By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:
· Talk about past and present events
· Describe similarities and differences over time
· Use simple historical vocabulary
· Sequence events in the correct order
· Talk about significant people and experience



	Intent 
At Eastover School, we aim to develop children’s understanding of the world around them, including their local environment and wider global communities. We build on children’s natural curiosity about places and people, helping them to develop a sense of belonging and awareness of diversity. Our curriculum ensures children explore their immediate environment, understand key geographical features and begin to recognise similarities and differences between places. We aim to foster respect for the world and a sense of responsibility for caring for the environment.

Opportunities to explore the natural environment are embedded both indoors and outdoors, allowing children to observe changes and develop awareness of the world around them.
IMPACT STATEMENT:
Children develop knowledge of their local environment and begin to understand the wider world. They can describe features of places, recognise differences and similarities and show curiosity about different environments and cultures.
By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:

· Show awareness of different cultures and communities

At Eastover School, we aim to develop children’s curiosity and enthusiasm for understanding the natural world. Children are provided with opportunities to explore materials, living things and changes in the environment through both planned activities and spontaneous learning opportunities. Adults support children by modelling questioning, introducing scientific vocabulary and encouraging prediction, observation and discussion. The environment is carefully resourced to promote curiosity, with access to tools and materials that enable children to test ideas and make discoveries. Learning is revisited regularly to support understanding and progression.
IMPACT STATEMENT: Children develop curiosity and confidence in exploring the world around them. They begin to ask questions, make observations and talk about what they notice. They develop early scientific understanding and skills that support future learning. By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:
· Explore and investigate using their senses
· Talk about living things and the environment
· Describe changes they observe
· Ask questions and make simple predictions
· Compare similarities and differences




Expressive Arts and Design: Art


	At Eastover School, we aim to develop children’s creativity, imagination and self-expression through art. We recognise that children are naturally creative and provide opportunities for them to explore, experiment and represent their ideas in a variety of ways. Our curriculum encourages children to investigate different materials, techniques and artists, enabling them to develop confidence in expressing their thoughts and feelings visually. We ensure that all children, including those with SEND, can access an ambitious and inclusive curriculum that celebrates individuality and creativity.

	IMPLEMENTATION STATEMENT: Music is embedded throughout daily practice and is an integral part of the Early Years environment. Children engage in regular singing sessions and are taught a wide repertoire of songs and rhymes, supporting memory, language development and listening skills. Planned music sessions introduce children to key musical concepts such as rhythm, beat and pitch, while providing opportunities to use a range of tuned and untuned instruments. The learning environment is carefully resourced to encourage exploration and experimentation with sound, allowing children to compose, perform and respond to music independently and collaboratively. Adults model musical vocabulary and skills, supporting children to listen carefully, keep a beat and express themselves creatively. Links between music and movement are encouraged, enabling children to respond physically to sound and rhythm. Repetition and regular practice ensure children build confidence and develop their musical abilities over time.
IMPACT STATEMENT: Children develop confidence in expressing themselves through music and demonstrate enjoyment in listening to and creating sounds. They develop an understanding of rhythm and beat and are able to participate in musical activities with increasing independence and control.
By the end of Foundation Stage, children can:
· Sing a range of songs and rhymes from memory
· Keep a steady beat and follow rhythm
· Explore and combine different sounds
· Play a range of simple instruments
· Perform individually and as part of a group
· Talk about music and express preferences
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
