History– Local heroes  
John Cabot: 1450-1500 

John Cabot was a Venetian  navigator and explorer who set sail from Bristol. In 

1497 he sailed from England in a ship called ‘Matthew’ and ended up           

discovering Canada for King Henry V11, thinking it was Asia. He was known as 

being a great discoverer. 

Admiral Robert Blake: 1598-1657 

Admiral Robert Blake was a naval commander who attended  Bridgwater 

grammar school for boys and was a member of parliament for Bridgwater.   

He was one of the most renowned English seamen in history. 

Mary Anning: 1799-1847 

Mary Anning was born in Lyme Regis and was a famous fossilist. She              

discovered a ‘fish lizard’ fossil known as the Ichthyosaurus , a marine reptile 

that lived over 200 million years ago. She is known as a pioneer for                

palaeontology.

Isambard Kingdom Brunel: 1806-1859 

Isambard Kingdom Brunel was a Victorian engineer from Bristol. He               

engineered the SS Great Britain, the Clifton Suspension Bridge and the railway 

from Bristol to London. He was known for being the greatest engineer of all 

time.
