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A large hill where city residents sought shelter and safety
in times of war. Also, a meefing place for discussing issues.
Outdoor theatre with seats on all sides where singing,
dancing and even sacrificing took place.

The chitfon was a single sheet used as clothing wrapped
around the body.

A system of government in which citizens are able to vote
in order to make decisions.

Athletes competing against each other. Began in Olympia
and included religious festivals in honour of Zeus.

A former temple on the Athenian Acropolis dedicated to
the goddess Athena.
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2 . A\ jury of 500 citizens acted as jury and decided if anyone
#was guilty of law-breaking (punishments included death)
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Aphrodite - Goddess of love, rising from the sea, |y L.
enchanting onyone who sees her, 5 |
Athena - Daughter of Zeus Goddess of the city and
farming. Her tree is the clive and the bird is the owl.
Hadss - Brother of Zeus and god of the underworld, ruling
over the dead and god of wealth, He wears a helmet
which makes him invisible.
Hermes - Son of Zeus. Messenger of the gods with winged
sandals making him the fastest of the gods. Carries a staff.
FPoseidon - Brother of Zeus and the second most powerful
god. God of the sea who has a three-headed spear
(trident) which can shake the earth.
Zeus - Lord of the sky and the rain god who hurls &2
thunderbolts at those who displease him. The
most powerful of the gods.

Government, Democracy and Slavery
Men were classed as the only citizens and they could
democratically vote. Women and slaves were not allowed.

They could also vote on who they disliked and could get
others banished from their city.
