Home Guard

Set up in May 1940 as Britain's 'last line of defence’ against
German invasion, members of this 'Dad's Army' were usually
men above or below the age of conscription and those unfit
or ineligible for front line military service. 1.5 million enrolled
and supported the ear effort through bomb disposal,
manning anti-aircraft artillery and readied for invasion.
